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Tektronix 464 Oscilloscope Repair

For a long time Tektronix was regarded a leading manufacturer of top quality oscillo-
scopes. So, I was not happy when my Tektronix 464 developed a fault earlier this year
where by the horizontal sweep would only work on about 1/3rd of the time base settings.
When the problem first appeared I was not too concerned. However, as time went on it
was difficult to service equipment because the time base that was most suitable for view-
ing the signal would not generate a sweep.

This started to get to me a bit so I decided to repair
the scope. The cover came off and I started to
check for any visual clues as to what was wrong.
There was nothing apparent so out with the manual |3 s r*#
and I started looking around the sweep generator 3
circuit. On this scope the time base switch operates §
38 cams in the switch unit that opens and closes a
contact, on the printed circuit board, as it is rotated.
I carefully checked the resistance across all the
time base switch contacts by metering the relevant points in the circuit and I observed
pretty much zero ohms when the switch contacts were closed. So this part of the investi-
gation did not show the cause of the fault.

Next, I checked the timing capacitors and resistors
which all checked OK. I have to say that Tektronix
must have had a pretty tight specification for their
capacitors as after 40 years they all measured spot on
with my capacitance meter.

Since the switches and timing capacitors checked out
OK I moved my attention to the A & B Sweep Gen-
- erator board. Firstly, I started checking all the tran-
~ sistors using my in-circuit transistor checker. All of
themn checked OK. Then I started looking for bad resistors, again they all checked OK.
However, when I started checking the diodes with the meter set to the diode test position,

I noticed some differences in the readings between diodes CR1095 and CR1035. As the
circuits for the A & B sweep generators are essentially the same, I knew I was onto some-
thing. Because I had not checked FETS Q1030 and Q1090 in circuit I immediately re-
moved them. I checked the circuit components again and this time everything checked
out the same. This 1s what I was expecting due to two circuits being the same. So the
problem was with one of the FETS. After further testing of the FETS, I found that Q1030
was not quite right. I replaced Q1030 with a MPF102 that I had on hand as it matched the
specification of the original part reasonably well. The result was that all the time base
settings now worked producing a good sweep signal.
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BATTERIES MAY BE BANNED
FROM CHECKED AIRLINE BAGGAGE

Travelling by air with spare Lithium Ion batteries for vour H-T could soon become
impossible. This as Computer World reports that the United States Department of
Transportation may prohibit the transport of all spare batteries in checked luggage,
regardless of their physical size or capacity. (No mention of batteries installed in equip-
ment).
